Also 100% Cabernet Sauvignon,
this wine has a dense purple color and a beautiful nose of blueberry and
blackberry fruit along with some graphite, violets, and background toasty
oak. It is slightly higher in alcohol than its siblings at 14.5%. It is a beauty --
mulci-layered, textured and full-bodied, with sweet tannin and nicely
integrated acidity, wood, alcohol and tannin. Drink it over the next 20-25
years.
